CHANNEL 17/ TOWN MEETING TV and CCTV Content Policies

The larger goal of CCTV and Channel 17 is to generate wider viewership for our content and limit liability. On one hand we are are public media enterprise and want extensive public access to our content, but we also want to specify the terms for the uses of CCTV and Channel 17 content. Theses amended policies, reviewed by staff and legal counsel, address content produced by CCTV, Channel 17 and community producers, requisite licensing agreements, archival and duplication policies. Creative Ownership of Content: Community Producers
The intellectual property (IP) of community producers who use Channel 17 facilities to physically record and post-produce their programs is owned by those community producers. They can establish their own content licensing policy or default to Channel 17’s policy. It is their obligation to inform Channel 17 staff in writing if they prefer to utilize a content license that is different from the one employed by Channel 17. This notification will be included in the program profile associated with the producers program.


Content produced by Community producers who supply program content but rely upon Channel 17/ CCTV staff for recording and post-production is subject to content licensing guidelines set forth in these policies.

Responsibility for Content. Community Producers assume full responsibility for the production of their work and the use of material and for conformity to the laws of defamation, privacy, and copyright. By accepting the terms of facilities use, community producers indemnify and hold harmless CCTV and Channel 17 from claims arising as a result of use of the material so obtained.

Creative Ownership of Content: CCTV and Channel 17/ Town Meeting Television
CCTV Content includes programs produced before 1990 (the launch of Channel 17) and all of CCTV Productions content. The intellectual property is owned by CCTV Center for Media and Democracy.
Channel 17 Content includes programming produced by CCTV staff for the Channel 17 Trustees from September 1990 to the present day. This intellectual property is owned by the Chittenden County Government Access Channel Trust.


CCTV and Channel 17 work is subject to copyright law. Creative Commons licenses specify the extent to which one can copy, distribute, and modify it. Additional copyright, related to commercial use of the content is detailed in this document.

Licensing. Channel 17 employs the Creative Commons license for its works in compressed formats, i.e. Attribution-NonCommercial-ShareAlike 4.0 International License. Works appearing on the website must be attributed to Channel 17/ Town Meeting Television. The Creative Commons license enables others to alter, transform or build upon the work. Derivative work must be shared under this same Creative Commons license. Commercial uses of these works are permissible and are further subject to additional license conditions and fees, listed below. The Channel 17/ Town Meeting Television web site will contain notification of the Creative Commons license that allows website users to copy, distribute, display and perform the work under the certain conditions.

Channel 17’s licensing information will appear on programs that appear on the channel, web, files that are transferred and DVD’s that are produced. The Creative Commons License will also appear with Copyright (Year of).

Conditions of Use: Permission from the CCTV or Channel 17 Archives must be obtained before any portion of a program is publicly retransmitted. In giving permission to copy, quote from, or publish, CCTV/ Channel 17 does not surrender their own right to publish such material or to grant permission to others to do so. 

Channel 17 programming may be aired by other public access channels, in the classroom and in public settings provided the sponsoring entity is not profiting from such display. Channel 17 programming appearing on Vermont Media Exchange is subject to the terms and conditions of the VMX license.

Any commercial or non-commercial retransmission of all or part of work found in the Channel 17 archives must be accompanied by a public acknowledgement of “Channel 17/ Town Meeting Television Burlington VT”.

Any commercial or non-commercial retransmission of all or part of work found in the CCTV archives must be accompanied by a public acknowledgement of “CCTV Center for Media & Democracy Burlington VT”.

Commercial License: CCTV Productions or Channel 17 may produce works of interest to documentary and news organizations. To the extent that CCTV or Channel 17 work is used for commercial purposes, it will issue a license for its use. CCTV and Channel 17’s archive license

agreement describes the terms and compensation for the use of CCTV or Channel 17 archives by an entity that plans to reproduce CCTV or Channel 17 content for commercial or personal benefit. The license is nonexclusive and CCTV/ Channel 17 retains the right to license the same work to other parties. Licensed footage must be attributed to CCTV or Channel 17 Town Meeting Television. Channel 17 may charge per minute fees (starting at $150) to license footage plus archive research, copying fees, material costs and shipping. Channel 17 staff can waive or reduce this fee if deemed appropriate. These works are typically distributed through a high quality version of archival material found in the CCTV and/or Channel 17 archives. 
Archival Handling.  Materials must be handled with care. Please do not mark them or erase existing marks. As in most other areas of the Library, eating, drinking and smoking are

not allowed. Members of the public are not authorized to utilize the primary archival materials.

For the protection of its holdings, CCTV/ Channel 17 Archives reserves the right

to restrict the use of materials which are not arranged or are in the process of being

arranged, materials of exceptional value, and fragile materials.

Channel 17 generally retains copies of recorded municipal meetings on its servers indefinitely. DVD copies of selected meetings are produced for the archives by staff.

CCTV/Channel 17 will retain the a back-up copy of programs (other than municipal meetings, see 2.6.3, above) it produces or aids substantially in producing. This master will be retained as part of the CCTV/Channel 17 archives. These programs may be viewed on CCTV/Channel 17 premises by appointment. Copies of the master program may be purchased from CCTV. See Duplication Price List.
Copies of programming provided to Channel 17 for airing by non Channel 17 community producers will be included in the CCTV/ Channel 17 Archives. Duplication of this content will not be made with without the express permission of the community producer. 

In the event that CCTV/ Channel 17 ceases to operate, arrangements will be made to store the channel archives in a central location. 
Duplication of Content. Copies of Channel 17 work may be sold in accordance its Creative Commons license. Duplicates to be used for commercial purposes are subject to Channel 17 and CCTV’s commercial licensing conditions.

Reproduction Services and Fees. Requests for the copying of materials from Channel 17 or CCTV Archives must be made on the Duplication Request Form and approved by a staff member.  Permission is dependent upon copyright provisions placed on the work by Channel 17, CCTV, community producers or clients, the physical condition of the material.

Duplication or reproduction is done by staff as time permits.

If the patron is not able to pick up the order in person, a shipping fee will be charged based on the units ordered; Channel 17 and CCTV Archives reserves the right to charge additional mailing costs for large orders, or for orders sent outside the United States. Pre-payment for all duplication services (cash, certified check, money order or credit card) is preferred.
